Why we do a Recital? 
The opportunity to perform in a recital is an exciting, empowering and confidence-building part 
of the training process. This is where we love to watch our students learn about the theatre, 
rehearsals and teamwork while they enjoy the opportunity to showcase their hard work and skills in a 
professionally run production. We love giving all students the chance to perform for their family and friends in this 
supportive and fun environment and encourage even our youngest and newest performers to be involved. 
 
Makeup and Costumes 
Our dancers wear makeup on stage so we can see their happy, bright faces on stage. Stage lights will white out our 
dancer’s faces without makeup, which is why we would like our dancers to wear makeup for recitals. 

 Mini rec dancers are not required to wear makeup but it’s recommended. Make up for this group is foundation, 
blush, brown eyeshadow, mascara (if they will let you!) and red lipstick. 

 All other rec groups make up is required including fake eyelashes. 
 The recreational costumes are the recital t-shirt and black leggings with proper dance group shoes. See fall 

information guide for correct shoe requirement. 
 Rec dancer hair for girls should be pulled back in a half up half down pony.  

 
 Competition dancers should refer to the costume requirements document for hair, makeup, and Costume 

located on the Diamond Dance Website.

 Boy Makeup – no required but recommended. 

 
Recital information: 

 Rec dancers will only perform at the 2:30pm show 
 Hair and makeup are required to be completed when arriving at the recital. 
 Any families with unpaid balances the day of the recital will not be allowed to participate. 
 If your dancer will not be able to attend the dress rehearsal and/or recital let us know as soon as possible so the 

routines can be amended to account for their absence.  
 No Standing on the sides of the aisles this will be blocked off. It is distracting to people watching the showcase 

please find your seat. 
 Do not get up in the middle of a routine. If you need to leave the auditorium please leave between songs. 

 
Recital Procedure 

 Go to the small gym and check your dancer in with their group. If they are in multiple dances check them in with 
their first group they are performing with. Their name will be on the list. 



 Dancers will stay in the small gym until the recital is over and cannot go into the auditorium to watch during the 
recital. 

 Parents cannot go between the auditorium and the small gym once the recital has started. Parents will either 
need to stay in the small gym or stay in the auditorium for the whole show. 

 Once the show is over you can return to the small gym to pick up your dancer. 
 Please clean up after your dancer when leaving the venue. 
 No Flash Photography. Pictures are allowed without flash this year. 
 Explicit language, inappropriate attire, offensive clothing and criminal behavior will not be tolerated. Consuming 

alcohol and smoking are not permitted. 
 No Males in the Small gym as the dancers will be changing throughout the recital. 
 No running in the small gym. 

 
Backstage rules 

 Dancers of parents volunteering backstage, and dancers with quick changes are permitted to use the choir room 
as a changing room. See Allowed to Change in Choir Room Section. 

 Only Diamond Dance Studio staff and registered parent helpers are permitted backstage.  
 We are unable to run messages or food to students, so please make sure they have everything before they come 

backstage during the recital/concert. 
 No one will be using the dressing room backstage this year.

 Healthy food options

 Any beverage that is not clear. 
 No fast food, chips that stain such as Cheetos, or junk food that will stain costumes. 
 No Nuts or Nut products due to allergies 
 Do not bring anything valuable such as phones, iphones, ipads etc. Diamond dance studio is not responsible if
